Brooklyn residents
should be aware that the
Department of Sanitation
provides curbside removal
of large non-commercial
"bulk" items from residen-
tial buildings.

"The Department of
Sanitation provides this ser-
vice for residents to discard
large appliances, such as re-
frigerators and stoves, fur-
niture, like couches and ta-
bles, and lumber,” said
DOS  spokesperson Kathy

Dawkins. "Basically, any-
thing that can't fit in your
garbage can."

Up to six small or three
large items can be placed at
the curb the night before
the last regular garbage col-

-lection day of the week, ex-

cept during wecks with hol-
idays or snow emergency
days.

"During the last month
we've been picking up bulk
throughout the week (o
catch up,” said Dawkins.

Dawking warns residents

that placing bulk items by
the curb at non-designated
days can result in fines.

If a resident has more
than the set amount of
items, Dawkins advises
them to put them out a little
at a time,

"It is not in our budget
1o send a truck to one loca-
tion to pick up numerous
items," Dawkins explained,

Donate Your
Furniture
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with bulk ilems in rela-
tively decent condition,
Dawkins suggesis they con-
tact the Partnership for the
Homeless "Furnish a Fu-
ure” program. At no cost
o the contributor, Parner-
ship representatives  will
come to your home and
pick up the items, destined
for donation to needy
households,  "I've  used
them myself and found it a
very good program,” said
Dawkins.

The program can  be
contacted at (718) 875-
5353. Brooklyn pick-ups
are generally made on Fri-
lays.

For czafeiv reasons. the

law requires thal doors be
removed from refrigerators,
Also, if you are placing old
lumber or tree limbs out, all
nails and sharp ohjects
should be removed and the
pieces of lumber musl be
securely ticd in bales no
more than two feel high
and four feet long.

Free dumping privileges
are also  available for
Brooklyn residents at the
following  Sanitation De-

parimeni household  "self
help" dump sites: 52nd
Street and st Avenue;

Southwest Brooklyn Incin-
eralor, Bay 41st Street and
Gravesend Bay, and the
Creenpoint Incinerator.,

Morth Henry Street and
Mewiown Creek,

Materials may  be
brought to any of these lo-
cations between 8B am. and
sundown, and any day of
the week including Sun-
days and holidays.

Use of the houschold
dump sites is for non-com-
mercial residential  bulk
only. Vehicles with com-
mercial plates cannol usc
the houschold dump. "The
fines for anyone caught il-
legally dumping bulk items
start at $600," informed
Dawkins.

Drivers must show a
valid Mew York State driv-
er's license and vehicle reg-

istration with a New York
City address.

According to Dawkins,
if an individual does not
possess a driver's license,
they must present  valid
proof of residency te the
sanitation supervisor al the
dump site.
