Jim Moriany, spokes-
man for Senate Transporta-
tion Commitice Chair
Morman J. Levy. RC-
Merrick. said that as a
strong supporter of lower-
ing BAC levels [lor
underage motorists, Levy
has already proposed

similar legislation. The

Levy proposal does not,

however, include man-
datory revocation.
Under current law,

underage offenders face
license revocation follow-
ing a second conviction.

According to Moriarty,
the Levy legislation has
been reported o the Senate
floor,  where  approval
appears likely.
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
